2. PROCEED TO RECEIVING STATION

e Remove the sewer termination cap
from your RV and connect your (non-
leaking) sewer hose to your RV. You
must have at least 10 feet of 3-inch or e Disconnect the hose from your RV,

smaller discharge hose. while at the same time, carefully
holding the twist-lock fitting
underneath your rig’s dump port to
catch any liquid that might still leak out.

e Place the free end of the sewer hose in
the dump station inlet. Please ensure to
wedge something with weight up

against your sewer hose to help prevent e Rinse the sewer hose out with

e Double check to ensure your sewer
hose is TIGHTLY CONNECTED to your

RV. If the twist-lock fitting is not put on e Fresh water is not available at this
right, it really can pop off. station.

e Pull the lever to dump your BLACK e Caution — Do not use the reclaimed
water first.
